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Another component of the Play Your Park campaign was the Fund for 
Public Art, launched to fund the Art in the Park program which began in 
2014 as part of the Park’s centennial. Kicking off the revival of this program, 
the Conservancy commissioned two installations to coincide with the 
opening of the Commons—Scattering Surface, by Brooklyn-based artist 
Alyson Shotz, and Canopy, by Houstonian Anthony Suber. 

Art in the Park 

Making its debut in June 2024, Canopy is a metal and glass structure in the form of a monstera plant with an open shape 
that encourages the viewer to engage and sit underneath the canopy it creates.
